MODEL 2005 HOT DOG CART USER’S GUIDE

Welcome to the world of vendors!! These are just a few tips that will keep you cart in good conditions for a very long time!!! Thank you for your business!!

1- Take hot dog cart out of the box.

2- Assemble tow bar at bottom of the cart. Nut & bolts will be attached to the trailer. You’ll need two 9/16 wrenches to do this. 

3- All hoses & regulators will be inside the soda cooler.

4- Please double check all connections before using.

5- The two burners can operate separately. Make sure to stay away from flame while you turn on burners. It is advisable to use a long match.

6- Shut off propane tank after use.

7- Remove all pots & pans during transportation, to avoid losing or denting the equipment. Tape turn on knobs before towing and adjust the tiny screws from time to time. Tape the lid of the cooler to the umbrella pole whenever you tow the cart (so that the wind does not blow it off).

8- Make sure your hitch and ball are separate enough from the ground to avoid dolly wheel from hitting it (if your car is too low, you can try a goose neck to elevate the hitch).

9- Make sure the size of the ball on the hitch is a standard 1 7/8”. 2” ball will not fit. 

10- Check hoses and plumbing every week or so, to adjust any lose fitting.

11-Clean the top and front of unit with an oil based stainless steel cleaner (Sheila Shine or similar). Clean the mirror finished side panels with Windex, or simply with a damp cloth, and dry them when you finish cleaning.

12-Remove and wash pans after each use.

13-Put some drops of Clorox on the 7 gallon waste water tank from time to time to keep it clean. 

14-Remove waste water tank after each day use (just lift copper line and remove) and dump the water at any authorized location (Commissary or similar).

15-The fresh water tank holds five gallons of water. Make sure you keep it full and clean.

16- The boiling pans should be accommodated in the galvanized fire box and filled with water (half of them) to boil the hotdogs.

17- The tail lights are included but not connected (for transport safety reasons) and there is a manual inside the cardboard box with information on the trailer. 

How to Boil the Hotdogs:

· Heat water to a rolling boil prior to adding wieners.

· Add wieners and cook for an estimate of 2 minutes (more if they are frozen).

· Heated wieners may be held at 140 F or higher for future use. 

· We suggest you do not hold heated wieners for more than three hours. Remember that the first wiener cooked should be the first one served!
